The Practical Nursing Program prepares
individuals to practice within the legal scope
of practical nursing under the supervision of a
registered nurse or physician. Graduates are
prepared to take the NCLEX-PN licensing
examination and practice as a LPN in entry-
level staff positions.

Licensed Practical Nurses are a vital part of
the health care team and are employed in a
variety of health care settings. LFI\drovide
care for clients of all ages. In addition to
providing routine bedside care, they evaluate
client needs, plan, and implement quality care
as well as supervise the care provided by
NursingAssistants. In dices and clinics, they
may also make appointments, keep records,
and perform other clinical duties. Those who
work in private homes may provide complex
care and teach family members simple nursing
tasks.

SCC gets grant to help
students with childcare costs

The U.S. Department of Education has
awarded Somerset Community College a
$37,500 grant to assist SCC students with
childcare expenses they incur while attending
class.The ChildcareAccess Means Parents In
School (CCAMPIS) Grant funds are currently
available to students. This is the fourth and
final year that the College will receive
CCAMPIS funds.

“SCC used most of the CCAMPIS Grant
funds from the first three years to help the
Laurel County Fiscal Court and the Laurel
CountyYMCA equip the childcare center
located in the Laurel County Industrial Park,”
Dr. Jo Marshall, the President of Somerset
Community College, explained. “Ngouhat
childcare facility is fully equipped, so we can
use the remaining money to help our students
directly.”

Melissa Sullivan, who is studying to become a
registered nurse at SCC, began receiving
assistance in paying her childcare costs while

in school during the Spring 20@4&mester
Sullivan has five children ranging in age from
14 to one.

“It was such a blessing,” Sullivan said. “I
thought | was going to cry when the school
called and told me | was going to get it. |
probably would have been able to go to school
anyway but the CCAMPIS grant freed up
money so we could buy food and gas.

“l just know that it was a gift from the Lord,”
she added. “I was really struggling and worried
about money for diapers and formula. When |
got this (CCAMPIS Grant), it was a big burden
lifted off me. | could worry less about money
and concentrate on my studies.”

Sullivan is typical of many students at
Somerset Community College. She came back
to school after being laid off at Fruit of the
Loom in Russell CountyShes older than
traditional students who go to college right
after high school and she has many family
responsibilities. Sullivan is hoping to earn an
associate degree in nursing, which she hopes
will improve her familys life.

“l want so much for my children,” Sullivan
said. “The CCAMPIS grant has made it
possible for us to reach for those goals.”

Anyone in need of assistance in paying for
childcare while attending Somerset Community
College can obtain an application for help from
ShawnrAnderson in the SCC Financiaid

office or from the East Kentucky Childcare
Coalition, located near the corner of U.S. Hwy
27 and Monticello & in Somerset and in Gray
KY.

In order to qualify for money to pay for
childcare while attending school, students must
be Pell Grant eligible with remaining unmet

need, maintain full-time student status and be
a single parent. Returning students must havg
at least a 2.5 grade point average to be
eligible. If unused funds remain, married
students may be considered for assistance,
but students requesting aid must complete thg
application process. Funds will be awarded o
a first come, first served basis.

CCAMPIS grant funds can only be used to
pay licensed childcare providers.

After obtaining the grant application, students
must fill out the necessary information and
take the application to the East Kentucky
Childcare Coalition (EKCCC) for verification
of eligibility and unmet need. EKCCC offices
are located at 2371 Monticello St. in Somerse
and at 5448 N. US 25, in Grayhe EKCCC
telephone number in Somerset is (606) 679-
0167. The EKCCC telephone number in Gray
is (877) 484-5780.

The amount of help provided to qualified
students will be determined by the number of
students who applyVhen the grant funds are
expended the program will end.
